Temporary Tent Application Requirements 
 

Site Plan – The site plan shall be detailed to include the following information. 
 Overall site plan to show property and roads 
 A detailed site plan 
 Location of the required fire access roads 
 Location of tent structures 
 Location of parking 
 Location of cooking or catering area 
 Seating arrangement 
 Location and number of exits from the tent structure 
 Fuel Fired equipment or internal combustion engines 
 Location of other structures 
 Total occupant load based on use 
 Total square footage of the tent structure 
 Number of walls and openings 

 
Special Details 

 Anchorage type and fastening system to ground 
 Distance from adjacent buildings 
 Building exits near temporary tent location 

 
Access, Location and Parking 

 Access: All access shall be in accordance with Section 503 of the California Fire Code as adopted. 
 Location and Parking: Tents or membrane structures shall not be located within 20 feet of lot lines, buildings, 

other tents or membrane structures, parked vehicles or internal combustion engines. For the purpose of 
determining required distances, support ropes and guy wires shall be considered as part of the temporary 
membrane structure or tent. 

 
Signage and Emergency Illumination 

 All tents shall be equipped with “No Smoking” signs  
 Illuminated Exit and Egress illumination shall be provided when the temporary tent will be used at night or the tent 

is required to be illuminated based on an occupant load of 50 or more
